c. Itisanormalinvestment, pure and simple. They will be entitled to the profits or liable for losses of the
startup asashare holder;

d. Aftertheagreed lock-inperiod the investor can exit fromthe business;

e. As perthe agreed terms the investor/ group of investors or his/their representative will be taken on the

Board and will involve in its management;

f.  Theamount may be contributed and invested by one or more angel investors or venture capitalists;

All the rights and duties of the Investors will be governed by the normal and legal practice followed in

the startup business world.

h. Inthe performance of the role of the Investor the Group will have no role to play whatsoever, except as a
co-ordinator.

ROLE OF ASTARTUP PROMOTER:

a. Inthe proposed startup the KDO member/s should have at least 50% interest.

b. The promoter will prepare his/ her startup proposal professionally with all the necessary details . It may

be foran existing business or a proposed one.

Should furnish all the required information to the due diligence committee ;

Discuss, explain and negotiate with the investors in a businesslike manner and arrive at written legal

terms and agreement for investment and the methodology of conducting the business;

Get the agreed funding and allow the investors to pay the prescribed Service Fee directly to G-100.

Intimate to the G-100 the progress of the business periodically.

All the rights and duties of the Promoter will be governed by the normal and legal practice in the startup

business world.

In the performance of the role of the Startup promoter, the G- 100 will have no role to play whatsoever

except as a co-ordinator.

ADMINISTRATION :

The day today administration of G- 100 will be looked after by a Governing Council consisting of 11
members headed by a Governor. Details to be worked out once there is an in-principle approval for this
schemeis received. Other routine clauses arein the mainscheme and will be incorporated and enlarged later
later.

Angel investors, venture capital, media, startup clubs, service providers, mentors and
training companies are going to grow. And one important cog in the wheel is the incubator — the place where
startups are born. When a baby is born, he/she is kept in the incubator for first few hours and maybe days—this
gives them a chance to adjust to outside environment, and grow stronger before they face the outside world!
In asimilar way, a startup is incubated in Incubation Cell or a Center, which gives them a chance to bring their
business in shape, before they reach out to the world.
Primary Facilities:
The following primary facilities are available for anincubate in a cell
1. Anofficespace of about 200to 400S.Ft.;
2. HiSpeed Internet facility as perthe need;
3. Uninterrupted Power supply;
4, Basic Furniture and furnishings.
5. Maintenance and Security.
Additional Facilities:
This apart Established and High end Incubation Centres provide
a. ITInfra & Support—software, LAN, leased lines, wi-fi, printer, scanner, copier, Access control system;
b. Board rooms, meeting rooms, coffee machines, restaurants etc.;
c. Academic mentors can closely engage with start — ups and share knowledge. This allows the startup
teamto focuson the product/service it is working on and getit to the market quickly ;
d. The spirit to work along with fellow entrepreneurs, chance to meet investors, get access to quality
manpower and experienced advisors.
e. Toestablishindustrylinkages, Conducting training programmes,
f. Jobfairs, product showcases, technology demonstrations.
Conclusion:
For our purpose many of them are not needed. Further the Angel Investors' GROUP- 100 will take care of
the above needs. As a matter of fact it will play a better role of providing Angel Investors to the Startup
entrepreneurs, the ultimate blessings the start-ups need.
